Architectural Origin

Nissan Motor Co, Ltd. was established as Jidosha Seizo Co, Ltd. in
December 1933 here on the grounds of the Yokohama Plant. This building
was used as the company headquarters until 1968, when the headquarters
were moved to the Ginza area of Tokyo. Today, Yokohama is still registered
as the company headquarters.

The building has strong historical value, as it is the only prewar factory office
building still standing in the region. Its simple design is a good example of
Japanese modernism. Here are the roots of Japan's automobile industry,
which also served a major role in the development of the Keihin coastal area.
In November 2002, the building was officially designated as an historical
building by the City of Yokohama. The building was recognized the Heritage
of Industrial Modernization from the Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry
in 2007. Today it is used as a guest hall, welcoming thousands of visitors.
